ABOUT INVESTOR RIGHTS PROTECTION COMMITTEE
OF THE GENERAL PROSECUTOR’S OFFICE
OF THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN
(Pebruary 2026)

The Republic of Kazakhstan comsistently pursues policies aimed at creating a
favorable investment climate and easuring reliable protection of investor rights.

In an environment of increasing international competition for capital, legal
protection of investments has acquired strategic significance, as it directly affects
sustainable economic growth, job creation, and business confidence in public
institutions.

At the Expanded Meeting on Socio-Economic Development, the Head of State
emphasized the importance of assigning prosecutorial ovemsight to significant
investment projects as a tool to ensure their security and sustainable development.

It was stressed that prosecutorial involvement is not intended to create additional
barriers, but rather to establish conditions for timely and lawful decision-making, risk
prevention, and the removal of administrative obstacles at all stages of project
implementation.

By Presidential Decree No. 1125 dated 17 December 2025, the functions of the
Investment Ombudsman were assigned to the General Prosecutor of the Republic of
Kazakhetan, and the Investor Rights Protection Committee of the Genmeral
Prosecuter’s Office (hereinafier — the Comenittoe) was established.

This created a specialized institution within the Prosecutor’s Office to provide the
highest level of investment oversight, inter-agency coordination and centralized
protection of investor rights.

Aoccording to the Prosecutor General’s instructions, the Committee is tasked
with:

-mmmomwmmmmmmﬁes;

- protecting, preventing, and addressing violations of investor rights;

- identifying and eliminating causes and eon-itions that may lead t< violations of
investor rights, as well as addressing their consequences;
providing leadership and inter-agency coordination in this sphere;
facilituiing pre-litigation dispute resolution involving investors;

- international cooperation in the field of investments and investment activities on
matters of investor rights protection, as well as on the creation of a favorable
investment and business climate.

The establishment of the Committeo represents a new stage in enhancing the

To date, 27 000 state authority decisions have been reviewed, with over 1 000
unfounded initiatives blocked.

Nearly 500 administrative proceedings, 408 inspections, and 200 other restrictive
measures were prevented.

As a result, legal disputes involving investors decreased by 30%, administrative
offense cases by 10%, and criminal proceedings were reduced by half.

Consequently trust in the Prosscutor’s Office reached 70% (Public Policy Institute
survey, Kaspravda kz, 20 March 2025).

These mechanisms have enabled assistance to more than 2 800 investors, with
total investments of 50 billion US Dollars, the launch of over 250 projects creating

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Ultimately, the Ombudsman institution will serve as a bridge between the state
and invegtors.

The Committee is also tasked with pre-litigation dispute resolution and handling
investor appeals without formal referral through mwltiple levels.

In cases where violations are identified, prosecutorial measures will be taken, and
binding instructions will be issued.

If systemic issucs arise, they will be addressed by the Investment Coordination
Council or relevant expert platforms.

Thus, the Investor Rights Protection Committee establishes a compreheasive
system of preventive, coordinated, and digital oversight in the investment sphere.
